Travel Blog Instructions and Requirements

Your Travel Blog will be very similar to the other fictional fact journals you have created this year. We have already journaled as a red blood cell, a 10/11 year old on the Mayflower, and as the famous person we wrote our research papers on.  Now we are become space travelers and will be shooting off into the solar system to unlock its magic and majesty!
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As with all journals in the past I will be asking that you follow a specific format for creating this travel blog.

· What is a blog?
Blog stands for Web Log. Think of it as an online journal.

· How do I create my blog online?
1. Log into www.blogger.com
2. Using the Gmail account I created for you and the password star5b login, your account has already been created.

3. Click create blog

4. Enter the Blog name and the URL name

5. Choose the template you want for you blog

6. Begin your first entry!

· How often do I blog?

You will blog every day we have science. Since we have science every Tuesday and Thursday you will have to create 2 blog entries per week.

· What do I include in my blog?

1. Be sure each blog entry covers materials from that day’s lesson. For example if we talked about the phases of the moon you would want to include how you as the traveler witnessed the phases. Maybe you stalled and were stuck for a bit, maybe you kept coming back to see what was going on.

2. Include one picture each week. (No, more than one a week will NOT get you extra credit!)

3. Describe in detail what you are seeing as the traveler. When you pass Saturn talk about the rings. Do the belt stars of Orion amaze you? Tell about them. Details, Details, Details, They make all the difference!

4. Be creative! Remember I have to read 26 of these, make me look forward to reading yours!

5. Finally, be grammatically correct. Yes, spelling and punctuation counts.  And yes again, I will be looking for topic sentences!
